Isaiah 17 

Isa. 16:14-But now the LORD speaks, saying, “Within three 
years, as a hired man would count them, the glory of Moab will 
be degraded along with all his great population, and his remnant 
will be very small and impotent.” 

Isa. 21:16-For thus the Lord said to me, “In a year, as a hired man 
would count it, all the splendor of Kedar will terminate

will flee far away, And be chased like chaff in the mountains 
before the wind, Or like whirling dust before a gale.

Isa. 14:28-In the year that King Ahaz died this oracle came:

Acts 9:8-Saul got up from the ground, and though his eyes were 
open, he could see nothing; and leading him by the hand, they 
brought him into Damascus. 

Now for 
several days he was with the disciples who were at Damascus. 

Acts 9:27-But Barnabas took hold of him and brought him to the 
apostles and described to them how he had seen the Lord on the 
road, and that He had talked to him, and how at Damascus he 
had spoken out boldly in the name of Jesus. 

Jer. 51:26-They will not take from you even a stone for a corner 
Nor a stone for foundations, But you will be desolate forever,” 
declares the LORD. 

Isa. 14:1-4-When the LORD will have compassion on Jacob and 
again choose Israel, and settle them in their own land, 
then strangers will join them and attach themselves to the house 
of Jacob. 2 The peoples will take them along and bring them to 
their place, and the house of Israel will possess them as an 
inheritance in the land of the LORD as male servants and female 



servants; and they will take their captors captive and will rule 
over their oppressors. 3 And it will be in the day when 
the LORD gives you rest from your pain and turmoil and harsh 
service in which you have been enslaved, 4 that you will take up 
this taunt against the king of Babylon, and say, “How the 
oppressor has ceased, And how fury has ceased!” 

Jer. 50:4-5-4 “In those days and at that time,” declares the LORD, 
“the sons of Israel will come, both they and the sons of Judah as 
well; they will go along weeping as they go, and it will 
be the LORD their God they will seek. 5 They will ask for the way 
to Zion, turning their faces in its direction; they will come that 
they may join themselves to the LORD in an everlasting covenant 
that will not be forgotten. 

Jer. 50:20-In those days and at that time,’ declares the LORD, 
‘search will be made for the iniquity of Israel, but there will be 
none; and for the sins of Judah, but they will not be found; for I 
will pardon those whom I leave as a remnant.’ 

Jer. 51:50-You who have escaped the sword, Depart! Do not stay! 
Remember the LORD from afar, And let Jerusalem come to your 
mind. 

Isa. 44:28-“It is I who says of Cyrus, ‘He is My shepherd! And 
he will perform all My desire.’ And he declares of Jerusalem, 
‘She will be built,’ And of the temple, ‘Your foundation will be 
laid.’” 

Isa. 45:1-4-1 Thus says the LORD to Cyrus His anointed, Whom I 
have taken by the right hand, To subdue nations before him 
And to loose the loins of kings; To open doors before him so that 



gates will not be shut: 2 “I will go before you and make the rough 
places smooth; I will shatter the doors of bronze and cut through 
their iron bars. 3 “I will give you the treasures of darkness And 
hidden wealth of secret places, So that you may know that it is I, 
The LORD, the God of Israel, who calls you by your name. 4 “For 
the sake of Jacob My servant, And Israel My chosen one, I have 
also called you by your name; I have given you a title of honor 
Though you have not known Me.

Jer. 49:23-27-23 Concerning Damascus. “Hamath and Arpad are 
put to shame, For they have heard bad news; They 
are disheartened. There is anxiety by the sea, It cannot be calmed. 
24 “Damascus has become helpless; She has turned away to flee, 
And panic has gripped her; Distress and pangs have taken hold of 
her Like a woman in childbirth. 25 “How the city of praise has not 
been deserted, The town of My joy! 26 “Therefore, her young men 
will fall in her streets, And all the men of war will be silenced in 
that day,” declares the LORD of hosts. 27 “I will set fire to the wall 
of Damascus, And it will devour the fortified towers of Ben-
hadad.” 

Jer. 46:2-To Egypt, concerning the army of Pharaoh Neco king 
of Egypt, which was by the Euphrates River at Carchemish, 
which Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon defeated in the fourth 
year of Jehoiakim the son of Josiah, king of Judah: 

Jer. 46:13-This is the message which the LORD spoke to Jeremiah 
the prophet about the coming of Nebuchadnezzar king of 
Babylon to smite the land of Egypt: 



Jer. 46:26-I shall give them over to the power of those who 
are seeking their lives, even into the hand of Nebuchadnezzar 
king of Babylon and into the hand of his officers. Afterwards, 
however, it will be inhabited as in the days of old,” declares 
the LORD. 

Jer. 49:28-Concerning Kedar and the kingdoms of Hazor, which 
Nebuchadnezzar king of Babylon defeated. Thus says the LORD, 
“Arise, go up to Kedar And devastate the men of the east.”
