Ps. 109:8-Let his days be few; Let another take his office.
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Mark 1:4-John the Baptist appeared in the wilderness preaching
a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins.

Eph. 2:20-having been built on the foundation of the apostles
and prophets, Christ Jesus Himself being the corner stone.

I Cor. 15:8-9- s and last of all, as to one untimely born, He
appeared to me also.°For I am the least of the apostles, and not
fit to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of God.

Philip. 1:21-23-= For to me, to live is Christ and to_die is
gain. » But if / am to live on in the flesh, this will mean fruitful
labor for me; and I do not know which to choose. » But I am hard-
pressed from both directions, having the desire to depart and be
with Christ, for that 1s very much better.

John 6:64-But there are some of you who do not believe.” For
Jesus knew from the beginning who they were who did not
believe, and who it was that would betray Him.

John 6:71-Now He meant Judas the son of Simon Iscariot, for
he, one of the twelve, was going to betray Him.

Matt. 26:24-The Son of Man is going away just as it is written
about Him; but woe to that man by whom the Son of Man is
betrayed! It would have been good for that man if he had not
been born.




John 17:12-While I was with them, I was keeping them in Your
name which You have given Me; and I guarded them and not one
of them perished but the son_of perdition, so that the Scripture
would be fulfilled.
