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The same can be said with respect to the word “apostles.”
Although this word 1s sometimes used in the technical sense in
reference to Christ’s original apostles (Acts 1:21-22; Eph 2:20),
the New Testament also uses the word in a non-technical sense
conveying the meaning “sent one” or a common missionary (Acts
14:4, 14; 2 Cor 8:23; Rom 16:7; Phil 2:25).
